There are no international quotas in place for pilchards. No other EU-wide species-specific management
measures are in place. In some areas exploitation is limited by bycatch restrictions when targeting other
fisheries e.g. herring. The gradual (2015-2019) introduction on a fishery-by-fishery basis of a ‘landing
obligation’ in EU waters will effectively ban discarding.

Two stocks are considered in EU Atlantic waters; a Northern stock fished mainly by France and Spain, and
a Southern stock fished by Spain and Portugal. A National Management Plan is in place for the Southern
Stock.

IUCN has categorised pilchards as a species of least concern. The species does not appear in the CITES
appendices (both sites accessed 09.02.18).

Pilchards pass using the PSA approach with a medium compliance rating given the susceptibility of stocks
in the area (North East Atlantic) to fishing pressure.

The assessor recommends the re-approval of this by-product material against the IFFO RS standard.
